
1 I am telling the truth in Christ, I am not lying, my conscience 
testifies with me in the Holy Spirit, 

2 that I have great sorrow and unceasing grief in my heart. 

3 For I could wish that I myself were accursed, separated from Christ 
for the sake of my brethren, my kinsmen according to the flesh, 

4 who are Israelites, to whom belongs the adoption as sons, and the 
glory and the covenants and the giving of the Law and the temple 
service and the promises, 

5 whose are the fathers, and from whom is the Christ according to the 
flesh, who is over all, God blessed forever. Amen.

6 But it is not as though the word of God has failed. For they are not 
all Israel who are descended from Israel;

7 nor are they all children because they are Abraham’s descendants, 
but: “through Isaac your descendants will be named.” 

8 That is, it is not the children of the flesh who are children of God, 
but the children of the promise are regarded as descendants. 

9 For this is the word of promise: “At this time I will come, and Sarah 
shall have a son.”

10 And not only this, but there was Rebekah also, when she had 
conceived twins by one man, our father Isaac;

11 for though the twins were not yet born and had not done anything 
good or bad, so that God’s purpose according to His choice would 
stand, not because of works but because of Him who calls, 

12 it was said to her, “The older will serve the younger.” 

13 Just as it is written, “Jacob I loved, but Esau I hated.”
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You have just studied three main sections of the book of Romans. 
In Romans 1 - 3:21 you learned about our need for salvation. In 
Romans 3:22 - 5 you learned about the way of salvation. Then, 
in Romans 6 - 8 you learned about the life of salvation.

Do you remember that we have already learned earlier in Romans that 
salvation comes from believing God. We learned that salvation has always 
been by faith. 

God made a promise right after the fall that He would send a seed to be our 
Savior. Since the garden He has chosen who would carry that seed from 
family to family until Jesus would come.

We can follow this all the way through the Bible. Below is just part of the 
trail:
Adam to Seth to Noah to Shem to Abraham to Isaac to Jacob to Judah to 
David to Jesus... 

God made a promise and He kept it. It didnÕt matter how bad the men had 
messed up, when God called them they came, and God protected them 
because He was protecting the promise and the seed. 

Romans 9:11 assures us that God saves and keeps us saved according to 
His choice and His purpose and His promise. How important is it to you to 
know this about God when you have messed up? 

IsnÕt it great to know that God keeps us saved in Jesus because He 
promised He would. 

That’s enough for today. We will look at Romans 9:14-18 next.

16 So then it does not depend on the man who wills or the man 
who runs, but on God who has mercy. 

17 For the Scripture says to Pharaoh, “For this very purpose I 
raised you up, to demonstrate My power in you, and that My 
name might be proclaimed throughout the whole earth.” 

18 So then He has mercy on whom He desires, and He hardens 
whom He desires.

At the beginning of this video we hear Pharaoh's magicians calling 
out names. These names are all names of some of the god’s that the 
Egyptians worshiped. The Egyptians worshiped many false gods. 
They even believed that Pharaoh was a god to be worshiped. The true 
God begins here with the staff of Aaron to begin to show Israel, Egypt, 
and all the surrounding nations that He is the One and Only True God.
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Look up and read Exodus 7:14 - 10:10 and Exodus 12:29-30 
to learn about all the plagues that God sent to Egypt.

Each of these plagues represented the false gods that the Egyptians 
worshiped. God had specifically chosen these plagues and He was 
using the hardness of Pharaoh's heart to show the children of Israel 
and all of Egypt that He alone was God. Through these plagues He 
was showing them that He was more powerful than any of the gods 
they worshiped.

God also 
showed the world during this time that we did not have to be a 
child of Jacob, Isaac, or Abraham to become a child of His. 

Anyone who believed in Him and obeyed Him could be His. It is 
still the same today. Our salvation has always came through faith. 
Simply believing God and taking Him at His word. 

Rahab was not child of Jacob, Isaac, or Abraham but she was 
saved because she believed God.

His will?” 

20 On the contrary, who are you,O man, who answers back to God? The 
thing molded will not say to the molder, “Why did you make me like this,” 
will it? 

21 Or does not the potter have a right over the clay, to make from the same 
lump one vessel for honorable use and another for common use? 

22 What if God, although willing to demonstrate His wrath and to make His 
power known, endured with much patience vessels of wrath prepared for 
destruction? 

23 And He did so to make known the riches of His glory upon vessels of 
mercy, which He prepared beforehand for glory, 

24 even us, whom He also called, not from among Jews only, but also from 
among Gentiles. 

25 As He says also in Hosea, “I will call those who were not My people, ‘My 
people,’ And her who was not beloved, ‘beloved.’”

26  “And it shall be that in the place where it was said to them, ‘you are not 
My people,’ There they shall be called sons of the living God.”

In Genesis, God utterly destroyed the cities of Sodom and 
Gomorrah because their sin was so great. 

Our sin is so great that if God did not have mercy on us, none of 
us could be saved. He has every right to destroy all of us, but He 
doesnÕt. 

He offers us grace. He keeps a remnant here on the earth to 
share the gospel with others. He also has not given up on the 
children of Israel. We will learn more about this as we continue in 
this section of our Romans study.

30 What shall we say then? That Gentiles, who did not 
pursue righteousness, attained righteousness, even the 
righteousness which is by faith; 

31 but Israel, pursuing a law of righteousness, did not 
arrive at that law. 

32 Why? Because they did not pursue it by faith, but as 
though it were by works. They stumbled over the 
stumbling stone, 

33 just as it is written, “Behold, I lay in Zion a stone of 
stumbling and a rock of offense, And he who believes in 
Him will not be disappointed.”

5 For Moses writes that the man who practices the righteousness 
which is based on law shall live by that righteousness. 

6 But the righteousness based on faith speaks as follows: “Do not say 
in your heart, ‘Who will ascend into heaven?’ (that is, to bring Christ 
down), 

7 or ‘Who will descend into the abyss?’ (that is, to bring Christ up from 
the dead).” 

8 But what does it say? “The word is near you, in your mouth and in 
your heart”—that is, the word of faith which we are preaching, 

9 that if you confess with your mouth Jesus as Lord, and believe in 
your heart that God raised Him from the dead, you will be saved; 

10 for with the heart a person believes, resulting in righteousness, and 
with the mouth he confesses, resulting in salvation. 

11 For the Scripture says, “Whoever believes in Him will not be 
disappointed.”

8 just as it is written, “God gave them a spirit of stupor,
Eyes to see not and ears to hear not, Down to this very 
day.”

9 And David says, “Let their table become a snare and a 
trap, And a stumbling block and a retribution to them.

10 “Let their eyes be darkened to see not, And bend their 
backs forever.”

11 I say then, they did not stumble so as to fall, did they? 
May it never be! But by their transgression salvation has 
come to the Gentiles, to make them jealous.

12 Now if their transgression is riches for the world and 
their failure is riches for the Gentiles, how much more 
will their fulfillment be! 

13 But I am speaking to you who are Gentiles. In as much 
then as I am an apostle of Gentiles, I magnify my

We have been looking at God’s choice over and over in 
Romans 9-11 and we have also talked about what it 
means to bear fruit... and not just any fruit, but good 
fruit. 

Are you beginning to see how important it is to read the 
books of the Bible from the beginning of the book to the 
end? We would not begin a letter written to us from out 
mom or dad from the middle and we would not just read 
a couple of the words they wrote and not read the rest. 
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The books in the Bible are letters that God has written 
us, so we should not do His letters to us that way either. 
We will never understand what He wants us to know if we 
do.

It’s okay to pick out favorite parts of the letter, I bet you 
do that with other letters too, but not until you have read 
the whole letter first. Read the whole letter first, then you 
just might be surprised by how many special and favorite 
parts you could have missed if you had not read the 
whole thing.

Paul concludes these first eleven chapters of Romans 
with this awesome praise to God. If you have made it 
through this study you have studied some of the hardest 
passages in the Bible and also some of the most 
important. Romans 1 through 11 lay out the full doctrine 
of salvation. 

Paul then concludes these chapters with a reminder to us 
that we don’t have to understand it all. We just need to 
trust God. We need to remember who He is. 

It doesn’t matter if we are not sure we like what we have 
read in these chapters. God doesn’t ask us to like it, just 
to obey it. He also doesn’t ask us to explain Him, but just 
to trust Him. 

We are also reminded by Paul that God does not owe us 
anything, so we need to be thankful always. Below is a U 
shape.
